Art mediums accepted are Qils, Acrylics, Water Media,
Drawing, Pastels, Mixed Media (a combination of the
above), and Photography.
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ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:

Any artist between the ages of 13 and 18 years
of age, living within a 50-mile radius of Mid-
dletown, OH is eligible to submit art work.
Only works in (1) oils or acrylics on canvas,
(2) watercolor or acrylics on paper, (3) draw-
ing (including pastels and inks), (4) mixed me-
dia (a combination of the above--may have in-
clusions) and (5) photography. More than one
category may be entered. All works must be
original and never exhibited previously in a
juried exhibit at the Middletown Arts Center.
ENTRY FEE:

There will be a $5 non-refundable fee per en-
try. There is no limit to the number of entries;
however, a maximum of 3 pieces per artist will
be displayed. Please make checks payable to
the Middletown Arts Center.
